The MIC, College of Education and Human Development, invites proposals from     undergraduate and graduate students for the 2nd Annual Student Research Forum on  Diversity. Presentations at all stages of the research process, or research on a topic that focuses on issues of diversity, multiculturalism, inclusive excellence in education and which align with MIC’s purpose, are sought. Outstanding undergraduate and graduate research proposals will receive an award. 

   
Purpose Statement: 

The Multicultural Initiatives Committee (MIC) in the College of Education and Human Development provides leadership within the College on matters concerning diversity and inclusion. This includes, but is not limited to, promoting, implementing and advising the Dean on: 

a. recruitment, retention and achievement of a diverse representation of students, faculty and staff; 

b. strategies and programs to prepare educators for the demands of diverse, globalized societies; 

c. support for success and excellence in research, creative achievements, and teaching with a focus on diversity, pluralism and globalization; and 

d. strategic direction and support for College-wide programs, activities as well as collaboration with University and community networks for diversity and inclusion. 
Formats for Session Submissions

Structured Poster Session. Those presenting a poster will have the opportunity for overarching consideration of a research topic or issue while permitting significant opportunity for visual and graphic presentation and individualized discussion with presenters. Poster sessions will be scheduled during a 60 to 90 minute block, and during that time presenters should expect to discuss briefly with individuals or assembled groups on the research project. Poster presenters are encouraged to prepare a visual or graphic presentation that outlines their research questions, methods, findings, and implications. Presenters are also encouraged, but are not required, to prepare a short paper for distribution. 

Structured Roundtable Discussion. Working group roundtables encourage substantive exchange and interaction among researchers working on a common set of research issues, problems, or themes. The Roundtable format allows for formal presentation of research in a group of 3 to 4 researchers with a common topic focus, followed by discussions with other participants and other attendees. Each Structured Roundtable Discussion will be scheduled for one hour and each presenter will have approximately 10-15 minutes to share their work. Presenters are encouraged to propose whole panels of up to four papers for roundtables. Applicants who are applying as a group for a roundtable discussion should submit their individual applications as a group for consideration. All presenters are expected to prepare a brief paper that frames the issues or problems they wish to examine. Roundtables may include a discussant proposed by the presenters, or one assigned by the Forum Organizers. 

Featured Presenters. Up to two research presentations will be selected for a ten to fifteen minute opening session of the Forum. Those selected as featured presenters will receive a modest cash award for being selected. Featured presenters are encouraged to prepare a short paper for distribution to attendees.
